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Scoring scheme

Score 'A’

Fully meets the ERC excellence criterion and is recommended for funding if 

sufficient funds are available. 

Score 'B’

Meets some but not all of the ERC’s excellence criterion and will not be 

funded. 

Score 'C’

Proposal is not of sufficient quality to pass to Step 2 of the evaluation.
